A Simple Gesture is a door-to-door food collection program that is helping to 
provide a steady supply of food to Paradise and Magalia food pantries. 

Currently, the demand at our food pantries has doubled and government 
subsidies of low cost food has dropped by 40%, leaving local food pantries to 

buy from discounters, however this is unsustainable for many pantries. 

Supporting A Simple Gesture is an easy and effective way to make it easier for 
individuals to share food, help food pantries provide more food to those in 

need, and strengthen neighborhoods.

How it Works:
1. Each time you go shopping buy one extra non-perishable food item.
2. Store it in your cool, green bag (bag provided when you sign up).
3. On the second Saturday of every other month, a volunteer will pick up the 
bag, leave another bag in its place, and take the filled bag to a food pantry.
